Leadership:  NHS members are expected to hold school offices and/or contribute to school organizations, be resourceful, demonstrate leadership in promoting school activities, contribute ideas that improve the life of the school, exemplify positive qualities, and be dependable.  

Character:  NHS members are expected to take criticism willingly, accept recommendations graciously, exemplify desirable qualities of personality (poise, cheerfulness, friendliness, stability), uphold principles of morality and ethics, cooperate by complying with school regulations, demonstrate the highest standards of honesty and reliability, and show courtesy, concern, and respect for others.

All forms for National Honor Society will be read by the high school principal and faculty.  If you are chosen for membership, one current member will read all sections, except for question 7, to write a short summary of your activities for the Induction Ceremony.
